ArchitecturePLB designed the Reading Room
in consultation with the LSE Library team,
learning from the latest best practice at
institutions such as the National Archives at
Kew.

The Reading Room is Ground floor
supported by a new secure, climate controlled

archive store on the Lower Ground Floor, also

designed by ArchitecturePLB.

Sophisticated environmental
controls and discretely integrated security
measures to meet the requirements of the
Government Indemnity Scheme mean that
the library will be able to borrow and display
artefacts from other institutions, giving them
the opportunity to curate exciting exhibitions in
the future.
